On October 13 & 14, MSFCA Public Education
Committee sponsored two informational seminars
by Paul Schwartzman, M.S., L.M.H.C., D.A.P.A on
Vision 20/20 and Juvenile Fire Setting Intervention.

The main goal of Vision 20/20 was to develop a
national comprehensive strategy for fire prevention
by focusing collective efforts that effectively
address the fire problem in the United States.
Recommendations for the national strategies are
based on best programming practices.

Mr. Schwartzman described strategies developed
by a steering committee comprised of noted fire
service and related agency leaders, of which
included Deputy State Fire Marshal Jon Nisja. Mr.
Schwartzman further described the five important
strategies of Vision 20/20:

Strategy 1: Increase advocacy for fire

Home Fires Involving Cooking Equipment

During  2003-2006, U.S. fire departments
responded to an estimated average of 150,200
home structure fires involving cooking equipment
per year.

These fires caused an annual average of 500
civiian deaths, 4,660 civilian injuries, and $756
million in direct property damage.

Ranges, with or without ovens, account for the
majority (59%) of total reported home structure fires
involving cooking equipment and even larger
shares of associated civilian deaths (88%) and
civilian injuries (77%). Unattended equipment is the
leading cause of cooking fires.

Home Christmas Tree & Holiday Light Fires

The National Fire Protection Association (NFPA)
estimates that Christmas trees, both natural and
artificial, were the item first ignited in an estimated
average of 250 reported home structure fires per
year during 2003-2007.

These fires caused an estimated average of 14
civilian deaths, 26 civilian injuries, and $13.8 million
in direct property damage per year.

These estimates are based on data from the U.S.
Fire Admini strationods (
Incident Reporting System (NFIRS) and the
Nati onal Fire Protecti on

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During the same period, holiday lights and other
decorative lighting with line voltage were involved in
an estimated average of 170 home structure fires
per year. These fires caused an average of seven
civilian deaths, 17 civilian injuries, and $7.9 million
in direct property damage per year.

Sprinkler Installation & Licensing Questions in
Minnesota

Since 1994, fire protection contractors who install
water based fire protection systems (sprinklers and
standpipes) have been required to be licensed. In
addition, persons installing these systems (called
journeyman) are required to have a certificate from
the State Fire Marshal.

For each licensed fire protection contractor, there is
a person designated as the "managing employee”.
The managing employee (or ME) is the person who
is responsible for the overall performance of that
contractor.

The rules go on to require that at least one
journeyman sprinkler fitter (or the ME) be present at
each job-site whenever fire protection related work
is being performed. On-site means the journeyman
or ME is physically present in the building where
the work is being performed.

Sometimes, it can be a bit of a "gray area" as to
what actually constitutes "fire protection related
work". Basically, that means any work that involves
attaching sprinklers or installing the sprinkler pipe
into its final location or position.

The journeyman sprinkler fitter will often have
others assisting on the project These assistants or
helpers are often called "apprentices"; they are
typically in the process of learning the craft of
sprinkler fitting under the supervision of a
journeyman.

Some work can be done by helpers or apprentices
without having a journeyman present. This includes
setting up tools or equipment, drilling holes, or
assembling sprinkler drops or sprigs (short sections

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the actual sprinkler installation (installing pipes,
making connections to water supplies, installing
alarms or valves, etc.).

All journeyman and managing employees have
been issued a card by the State Fire Marshal.
Authorities  having  jurisdiction  (AHJs) are
encouraged to ask to see these cards; that is the
only way to ascertain that the people installing
these critical fire and life safety systems are
properly licensed or registered to do so.

If no journeyman or managing employee is on-site
and fire protection related work is being performed,
the sprinkler installation project should be shut
down until a qualified person is present.

Pursuant to the rules, a permit is required for all fire
protection related work. The permit is obtained from
the AHJ. The AHJ is either the State Fire Marshal
or a jurisdiction that has been delegated (there are
about 160 jurisdictions that have been delegated as
AHJs). There is only one AHJ for a sprinkler project
(either a delegated jurisdiction or the State Fire
Marshal).

The delegation is given to a person who works for
that jurisdiction (either as an employee or a
contractor). That person must demonstrate
competence in sprinkler system plan review,
inspections, and hydraulic calculations. If that
person leaves the employ of the jurisdiction, the
State Fire Marshal can rescind the delegation of
sprinkler AHJ status until a qualified replacement is
found.

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Change to FMAM Constitution

The FMAM Board of Directors is recommending a
change to the FMAM Constitution to allow a "group”
membership rate for larger jurisdictions having ten
(10) or more members. This will be voted on at the
Annual Meeting in March.

This change would basically allow jurisdictions with
ten or more active members to pay a single rate.
The rate would be $350 (but rates are set by Board
or Membership resolution and not specified in the
Constitution or By-Laws). Basically, this allows
large jurisdictions to sign up as many employees as
they wish for one price (which is equal to the fee for
ten individual memberships).

This saves FMAM some time and money by
processing one application, set of names, and
payment rather than multiple applications and
payments.

The suggested wording is shown below:

Article 1l
MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1.

ACTIVE MEMBER - any public official of the state,
county, city, or organized fire department in
Minnesota who is engaged in the prevention of fire
through property inspection, enforcement of fire
laws and regulations or through public education.

ASSOCIATE MEMBER - any person not qualifying
for active membership may apply for associate
membership. An associate member shall have no
voting power, nor be able to hold any office within
the Fire Marshals Association of Minnesota.
Application shall be in writing and shall state why
the applicant has an interest in joining the
organization. Approval of the membership shall be
by 2/3rds majority of members present. Vote shall
be by secret ballot.

LIFE MEMBER 1 any person may apply for life
membership who has met the following
requirements:

A. Been an active member of FMAM in good
standing for ten years.

B. Has retired from the fire service.

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C. Rendered distinctive service to the association
through participation on committees and/or has
held office for a minimum of five years.

Life Members shall have all rights and privileges of
an active member. Life Members shall have voting
power and shall be able to hold any office within
FMAM. Application shall be in writing to the Board
of Directors stating their eligibility to become a Life
Member.

The Board of Directors shall review the application
at the next scheduled board meeting and take
action and advise the applicant in writing within 30
days.

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Home Fires Involving Cooking Equipment

Cooking equipment is the leading cause of home structure fires and associated civilian injuries

and the third leading cause of home fire deaths.

During the four-year period of 2003-2006:

s [.S. fire departments responded to an average
of 150,200 home' structure fires that involved
cooking equipment per year. These fires
caused an average of 500 civilian fire deaths,
4,660 civilian fire injuries, and $756 million in
direct property damage.

¢ Cooking equipment was involved i 40%
ot all reported home fires, 17% of home
fire deaths, 36% of home civilian mjuries,
and 12% of the direct property damage
resulting from home fires.

e Unattended cooking was by far the leading
contributing factor in these fires. Something
that could catch fire was too close to the
equipment ranked second and unintentionally
turned on or not turned off ranked third.

* Ranges accounted for the largest share (59%) of
home cooking fire incidents. Ovens accounted
for 16%.

o Three-fifths (57%) of reported home cooking fire
injuries occurred when victims tried to fight the
fire themselves.
